In 1907, Fred Cline’s grandfather, Valeriano Jacuzzi and his brothers immigrated from Italy to 
America hoping to create a better life for their family.  Over the years, the Jacuzzi brothers built a 
dynasty based on agricultural innovations, which ultimately led to the invention of the famous 
Jacuzzi spa.  Settling in Oakley, California, Valeriano Jacuzzi proffered his viticultural wisdom to 
his grandsons Fred and Matt Cline.  In 1994, the Cline brothers honored their grandfathers’ 
passion for winemaking by producing a reserve line of wines under the Jacuzzi Family label. 
 

The winery building, a replica of the family home in the Fruili region in Italy, houses the Jacuzzi 
wines and winemaking facility, as well as The Olive Press.  Wine and olive oil tasting offered 
daily.  Private tours and tasting are conducted by appointment. 
 

The Jacuzzi Family Vineyards offers its spectacular Italianate venues for private use for social 
occasions of all types.

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JACUZZI EVENT VENUES 
 
Grand Piazza:  The Grand Piazza features Italian stonework and five spectacular arched 
windows with a view to the vineyards.  Begin with cocktails in the Grand Piazza and 
remove to the old world splendor of the Barrel Room for dining and dancing surrounded 
by grandiose antique art and beautiful architectural features.  This venue can 
accommodate 300 for cocktails or 250 for dinner.  
 
The Barrel Room:  The Barrel Room provides a polished European ambience for upscale 
occasions.  The Jacuzzi Barrel Room features vaulted cathedral ceilings and will 
graciously accommodate 250 guests for dining.  
 
The Vineyard Vista  is a gorgeous venue for cocktails, dining or dancing under the stars.  
The Vineyard Vista overlooks the Wetland Preserve and vineyards to the east of the 
winery.  A spectacular Italian fountain adds a touch of old world grandeur to this venue. 
This venue will graciously accommodate 200 guests.     
 
VIP Room and Veranda offer sweeping views into the Wetland Preserve and an intimate 
setting for cocktails or dinner for 40 guests.  
 
The Tuscan Road set amid the vineyards and looking out into the Wetland Preserve is 
the perfect setting for a family style lunch or elegant dining under the stars.  This venue 
will accommodate as many as 100 guests. 
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
